Are you a senior, a person with a 
disability, or a person with a low income? 
Are you having trouble getting where 
you need to go? We can help.

Our Transportation Case Manager 
provides individualized transportation 
options to help you get to essential 
appointments. 

Each situation is unique, and options 
depend on multiple factors such as 
the person’s age, income, location, and 
insurance.

Our case manager will often explore 
less traditional transportation sources 
to assist you with your transportation 

needs. These options include churches, 
neighbors, and employers. We also offer 
assistance in helping you complete 
any necessary paperwork to access 
transportation services.

When we cannot provide a person 
with an appropriate transportation 
option for his or her specifi c needs, 
the Transportation Case Manager 
documents the gaps in services to assist 
with future regional transportation 
planning efforts. This information is 
shared with a number of specialized 
transportation groups through the 
PPACG Coordination Committee on 
Specialized Transportation.

The Transportation Case Manager is 
also available to assist area employers in 
making their organizations more “transit 
friendly” by using options such as online 
and local vanpool and carpool resources.
