Our trained staff and volunteers can 
provide you with information about 
area services and connect you with the 
organizations that are best suited to 
help you.

You can schedule a one-on-one 
free consultation with a case manager, 
who will assess your situation and help 
identify exactly which services can best 
help you.

• Housing (nursing homes and 
assisted living, retirement, and 
independent-living facilities);

• Low-cost health clinics;
• Assistance with dental care;
and much more!

We publish the Senior Information 
and Assistance Directory (the “Yellow 
Book”) each year. In publication for 
over 25 years, the Yellow Book offers 
information on over 600 services for 
older adults in El Paso, Park, and 
Teller counties.
